Who can attend? Registered Occoneechee Council youth, adults, and their family members; family and friends of the
Occoneechee Jamboree contingent members; and Scouting alumni. Youth, ages 5 to 17, must be accompanied by an
adult. Children under five years old are not permitted on this bus trip.

What is the cost? $50 per person. Includes round-trip coach bus transportation fees, an ID lanyard, a custom designed Day
Trip souvenir item, and dinner on the way home. Additional money for lunch at Jamboree, souvenirs, etc. will be the
responsibility of each participant.

All participants will be expected to complete and carry health information
and a medical release form on their person (registered BSA members can use their Annual Health and Medical Record).
Once registered, you will receive detailed information how to prepare, medical and safety procedures, and travel details.
