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THE AWARD

The St. George Award of the Episcopal Church is a national recognition to acknowledge distinguished service by
adults in the spiritual, physical, mental, and moral development of youth through service to the Church and
through nadonal youth agency programs. The award may be presented to any adult (layperson, ordained person,

professional church worker, man or woman) who is active in his/her church and one or more of the national youth
agencies (Boy Scouts of America, Girl Scouts of the U.SA., Camp Fire USA, 4-H, Brotherhood of St. Andrew, and
Daughters of the King). The award is made available through the Youth Ministries Office of the Episcopal Church

Center.

ELIGIBILITY Candidates nominated for the St. George Award should:
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. Encourage youth to join a national youth agency program.
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Promote the organization of agency units in Episcopal churches and recruit volunteers.
Exhibit past and present leadership and be fully trained in their area of responsibility.
Assist and encourage youth to serve their Lord through the God and Country Program for Episcopal youth, and

. Encourage youth to partcipate in the religious emblems program and to do service projects for the

chartering/sponsoring partner or community.

. Promote religious observances at national youth agency functions at all levels.
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Give adequate help to their homes as well as the homes of others.

. Give evidence that they lead their families into a strong relationship with God.

. Give outstanding service to the local parish.

10. Be highly regarded by others in the Church for their Christian example.
